The purpose of this publication is to meet private and
public sector needs for statistical information regarding
accidents at work, so that necessary measures to limit their
number may be taken and, consequently, to curb their social
and economic impact.

This issue publishes data from the records of accidents
at work sustained by employees insured by IKA-ETAM. The
data were collected from the electronic database record
system of Integrated Information System of IKA-ETAM (OPS
IKA-ETAM) and the collaboration of
Authority (ELSTAT)

The information provided is classified in three parts. The

first part comprises tables presenting distribution figures for
accidents at work during the years as well as incidence rates
of accidents at work in regard to the total number of
employees insured by IKA-ETAM, as emerging from the
collected Detailed Periodical Statements (APD). The second
part comprises a more comprehensive analysis of available
data from accidents at work and the third part presents the
fatal accidents at work.

I would like to express my gratitude to the employees of
IKA-ETAM units for collecting the statements of accidents at
work and filling out the database and to Hellenic Statistical
Authority for the complementary review of the data and the
addition of the new variables of ESAW, Phase lll. Finally
special thanks to the staff of Directorate of Statistical Studies
and Data Analysis of EFKA for the statistical processing,
editing and coordination of this issue.

GENERAL RESEARCH CONCLUSIONS

v'During the year 2014, 4,425 accidents at work were
recorded by OPS IKA-ETAM. Detailed information was
collected by Accident at Work database in 3,992 accidents
at work, 44 of which were fatal.

v The number of accidents at work that occurred in 2014 is
8% lower as compared to 2013.

v’ During the 2005-2014 decade, there was an annual drop in
the number of accidents; the average rate of reduction was
11.4%.

v Employees from 30 to 39 years of age sustained 31.7% of
accidents at work and men sustained 73.3%.

v'Most accidents at work took place in the administrational
regions of Attica (34.7%) and Kentriki Macedonia (19.7%).

v'Most accidents occur in Wholesale and Retail Trade
(24.9%) and in Manufacturing Industries (22.%).

v'In regard to the occupation of the employees, the highest
number of accidents occurs in the categories Elementary
occupations, Plant & machine operators and Service &
sales workers at percentages 24.4%, 22.8% and 21.4%
respectively.

v Employees of Greek nationality sustained 89.7% of the
accidents and salaried employees sustained 97.5% of
accidents

v 28.0% of the accidents occurred in enterprises employing
up to nine employees.

v Of the accidents at work recorded, 98.9% were non fatal.

v'The age of employees who sustained a fatal accident at
work (mean age 45.7 years) is far higher than the age of
individuals with non fatal accident at work (mean age 39.9
years) and the age of the total population insured by IKA-
ETAM (mean age 38 years).

v'According to 2014 recording of accidents at work 12
accidents at work occurred every day, on average. These
accidents led to absence from work with mean duration per
accident at 47 days.

v'It has been estimated that 2.4 accidents occur for every
1,000 employees.

v 3.4 accidents occur for every 1,000 men employees and
1.4 for every 1,000 women employees.

v 3.1 accidents are recorded per 1000 employees between
55 to 64 years.

v'The highest incidence rates appear in administrational
regions of Sterea Ellada and Voreio Aigaio with 5.6 and

4.5 accidents per 1,000 employees, respectively.
