PREFACE

public sector needs for statistical information regarding
accidents at work. The following data can be used by
competent authorities and necessary measures may be
taken in order to curb social and economic impact of
accidents at work.

This issue publishes data from the records of accidents
at work sustained by insured salaried employees. The data
were collected from the electronic database record system
of Integrated Information System of Unified Social Security
Fund and the collaboration of Hellenic Statistical Authority.

The information provided is classified in three parts. The
first part comprises tables presenting distribution figures for
accidents at work during the years as well as incidence rates
of accidents at work in regard to the total number of insured
salaried employees, as emerging from the collected Detailed
Periodical Statements. The second part comprises a more
comprehensive analysis of data available from Accidents at
Work database. The third part presents the analysis of fatal
accidents at work.

We would like to express our gratitude to the employees
of the units (employees since 2017 are part of Unified Social
Security Fund) for collecting the statements of accidents at
work and filling out the database and to Hellenic Statistical
Authority for the complementary review of the data and the
addition of the new variables of ESAW, Phase III. Finally
special thanks to the staff of Directorate of Statistical
Studies and Data Analysis for the statistical processing,
editing and coordination of this issue.

GENERAL RESEARCH CONCLUSIONS

v'During the year 2016, 4,951 accidents at work were
recorded by employees’ ITS. Detailed information was
collected by Accidents at Work database in 4,420 accidents
at work, 55 of which were fatal (1.2%).

v The number of accidents at work that occurred in year
2016 is 8.1% higher as compared to the year 2015.

v During the 2007-2016 decade, there was an annual drop in
the number of accidents; the average rate of reduction was
6.7%.

v Employees from 35 to 44 years of age sustained 30.7% of
accidents at work and men sustained 71.9%.

v'Most accidents at work took place in the administrational
regions of Attica (34.8%) and Kentriki Macedonia (18.4%).

v The majority of accidents at work occur in Wholesale and
Retail Trade (25.8%) and in Manufacturing Industries
(20.6%).

v In regard to the occupation of the employees, the highest
number of accidents occurs in the categories Elementary
occupations, Plant & machine operators and Service & sales
workers at percentages 27.1%, 22.7% and 21.2%
respectively.

v Employees of Greek nationality sustained 89.5% of the
accidents and salaried employees sustained 97.9% of
accidents

v 25.1% of the accidents occurred in enterprises employing
up to nine employees.

v Of the accidents at work recorded, 98.8% were non fatal.

v'The age of employees who sustained a fatal accident at
work (mean age 44.3 years) is far higher than the age of
individuals with non fatal accident at work (mean age 40
years) and the age of the salaried insured employees
(mean age 38 years).

v'According to 2016 recording of accidents at work 14
accidents at work occurred every day, on average. These
accidents led to absence from work with mean duration per
accident at 40 days.

v'It has been estimated that 2.5 accidents occur for every
1,000 employees, 3.3 accidents occur for every 1,000 men
employees and 1.5 for every 1,000 women employees.

v' 3.3 accidents are recorded per 1000 employees between 50
to 59 years.
